Mammals

Characteristics of mammals
Endotherms, hair, diaphragm, teeth, 3 inner ear bones, mammary glands
Hair - Camo, insulation, waterproofing
Diaphragm -  separates thoracic cavity & abdominal cavity, 
 expand/contract chest cavity for breathing
Mammary glands – modified sweat glands, produce milk to feed

   offspring
-Terms-

gland – cell or group of cells that secretes fluids
diaphragm – sheet of muscle located beneath the lungs – function: expands & contracts the ribcage to cause inhalation and exhalation
trachea – wind pipe

The Diversity of Mammals

Placental mammals

Uterus – hollow, muscular organ in which the development of the offspring takes place

Placenta – organ (sack) surrounding the fetal mammal – conducts nourishment & O2 from mother to offspring (also removes wastes)
Placental Mammal – mammal that carries its young inside the uterus until birth

Mammals w/a pouch
Shortened period of development in womb –then another period of development within the mothers pouch
